COSTUME & RECITAL INFORMATION

Our annual Dance Recital will be on June 12" & 13“‘, 2009 at North Canyon High School. Our Pre-K & Mini classes will
perform in the Matinee show on June 13" at 1:00PM (2 hour show). All the students in the Youth, Junior, & Teen classes will
perform both June 12" & 13" evenings at 6:00PM (2.75 hour show).

Additional tickets, recital t-shirts, and DVDs will be available the first week of May.
You may pick up your free ticket(s) that were included with your Recital Package at this time.

- COSTUME CARE: Do not iron or machine wash your costumes — only spot-treat, if needed. To remove wrinkles, steam
only. Keep costumes hung when not in use. Please do not let your dancer wear their costumes, except for designated times,
until after Recital. We recommend all costumes be transported in garment bags with all accessories in zip-lock bags in order
to keep clean and organized. Do not apply lipstick until AFTER the costume is on. Pack a sewing kit and safety pins for quick
repairs! If you lose or damage your costume, a replacement CANNOT be ordered.

FULL HAIR, MAKEUP, AND COSTUME ARE REQUIRED AT PICTURES, DRESS REHEARSAL, AND RECITAL!

AGES 2-6

EYES: Maybelline Expert Wear Eye Shadow Quads — Designer Chocolates (44), Mascara — Soft Black OPTIONAL, Eyeliner —Brown
EACE: Cover Girl Contouring Blush — Purely Plum (220) OR Refined Rose (230)

LIPS: Maybelline Moisture Extreme Lipstick — Berry Sorbet (a58)

AGES 7-9

EYES: Maybelline Expert Wear Eye Shadow Quads — Designer Chocolates (40), Mascara — Black, Eyeliner —Black OR Brown
FACE: Cover Girl Contouring Blush — Purely Plum (220) OR Refined Rose (230)

LIPS: Maybelline Moisture Extreme Lipstick — Berry Sorbet (a58)

AGES 10+
EYES: Maybelline Expert Wear Eye Shadow Quads — Time for Wine (70), Mascara — Black, Eyeliner —Black
FACE: Cover Girl Contouring Blush — Purely Plum (220) OR Refined Rose (230)

LIPS: Maybelline Moisture Extreme Lipstick — Royal Red (e190)
If you cannot find the specified color, you may substitute for colors in other age categories, or for any comparable colors in another brand.

-> HAIR REQUIREMENTS: See your instructor for your dancer’s specific hairstyle for their group. All styles MUST be firmly
secured with gel, hairspray, bobby pins, and hair nets (if applicable). “Flyaways” or stray hairs are NOT acceptable. We want
your child to feel and look their best on this special occasion, and we appreciate the extra effort!

-> TIGHTS AND SHOES: Please see your instructor for their specific requirements. All tights and shoes must be clean and free
of holes. HIP HOP STUDENTS: Make sure your sneakers have non-marking soles!

- DRESS REHEARSAL: Dress Rehearsal is Wednesday & Thursday, June 10 & 11, 2009. Each routine will be given a
designated time for their dress rehearsal. Please keep in mind that all dress rehearsals need ALL performers to be successful.
If your child is not there, they may not be properly lit & will not know the layout of the stage. Full costume & makeup is
required on all students. Please arrive no later than 30 minutes before your scheduled time, as some rehearsals run early
(but please be patient if we run late). Pack plenty of water for your performers. Our Dance Company Members will also sell
concessions for your convenience (all monies raised directly aide the dancers in going to a National Dance Competition).

-> RECITAL EXPECTATIONS: Please arrive 30 minutes before the beginning of your show. Drop off your performers backstage
in their designated dressing room; your child’s class chaperone will take care of them until it is time to pick them up AFTER
the show is over. ONLY DANCERS IN THE “DANCE WITH ME” CLASS WILL BE ALLOWED TO LEAVE AFTER THEIR
PERFORMANCE. All dancers are needed for the “Final Bow” at the end of each performance.

In order to maintain a safe, secure, and calm atmosphere backstage, only those with a “BACKSTAGE PASS” will be allowed
backstage. If you would like to sign-up to be a Class Chaperone, you may do so by speaking to the office staff at the Dance
Center. They will give you a Chaperone’s Packet, complete with info letter and backstage pass. Spots are limited! The
maximum is 2 chaperones per class; first come, first serve.
